To all persons to whom these presents shall come greeting know ye that I William Ham of the county of Orange and state of Virginia for the consideration of fifteen dollars received to my full satisfaction of Absaltun Shiflett of the county of Orange and state of aforesaid have remiss, released and quit claimed unto the said Absalum Shiflett all rights and titles which I the said William Ham is and to a certain piece or parcel of land known by the name of James Herron tract and being the same bounded by Edward Knull, William Early and others containing estimation one thirteenth part out of one hundred and thirty four acres of land and being a in diseter to thirteenth part of by the same more or less To have all my rights and titles in and to the said remissed released and quit claimed premises with the appertenances therof to him the said Absalum Shiflett his heirs and assigns forever to his and, theirs --- proper use and behoof and further more I the said William Ham do for myself my heirs, excutors and administrators covenant with the said Absalum Shiflett and his hsrs and assigns that from and after the ensealing and delivery of these presents I the said William Ham will have no cliam nor rights in or to the above remissed released and quit claimed premises.
